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WINE FACT...

From Jimi Charleston our Cellar Door Manager...

Have you ever wondered if there was a relationship between
Sauvignon Blanc and Cabernet Sauvignon? Well... Here’s a little
wine fact for you!

The winegrape 'vitis vinifera’, is the most commonly used base
species for modern winemaking. According to most recent studies,
via DNA sequencing & liquid Chomatography it appears that the
most likely origin of the species is Georgia. The oldest ‘grape’
remains known at this time are from the region of Gora in
Georgia. These remains are in the form of dessicated grape seeds
(pips) and the analysis shows them to be approximately 6,000
years old.

The species Sauvignon Blanc, which derives its name from the
French word 'Sauvage’ meaning ‘wild’ and ‘Blanc’ meaning
‘white’. It is said to have originated from the region of Bordeaux
and the Loire Valley in France. However, sometime during the
early 18th Century the vine specie was paired with the variety
Cabernet Franc, to parent the grand grape variety of Cabernet
Sauvignon.

Our favourite description is related to music where the 'Blues’ had
a baby and it’s called "Rock 'n Roll” so 'Sauvignon Blanc’ had a
baby and they called it ‘Cabernet Sauvignon’
